· All members must play within the rules and respect officials and their decisions.

· All members must respect the rights, dignity and worth of all participants regardless of gender, ability, cultural background or religion.
· Junior Members are expected to turn up 5 minutes prior to the start time for any training sessions.
· Junior Members are expected to turn up 15 minutes prior to the start time for any junior matches.
· Junior Members must play at all times within the Spirit and the Laws of the game.

· Members must wear suitable kit – LMV playing/ training top or a plain training top, appropriate trousers and footwear. Playing tops from other clubs is kindly asked not to be worn – or as agreed with the coach/team manager.

· Members are expected to pay membership fees promptly on request and no later than the last day of February in each calendar year, unless otherwise agreed.

· All members under 18 are requested not to directly contact their managers via either phone-call, text messages or on social media, if they choose to do so, the under 18 member must expect a response via their parent or guardian. However it is acceptable for direct contact by an under 18 member to be made via email as long as the known email address of a parent or guardian is copied into the message.
· Junior members are not allowed to smoke on club premises or whilst representing the club at competitions.

· Junior members are not allowed to consume alcohol or drugs of any kind on the club premises or whilst representing the club.
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
